subdivision with new road, culvert crossing wetland, stormwater basin, septic system
within 100 feet of wetland and piped stormwater discharges to a wetland.

8. Old Business
a) IW Application #07-17 — Thomas R. Moretta, owner/applicant, (Received at Town
Hall September 18, 2007) (Received at IW meeting on October 18, 2007) for property
located at 34 Lakeview Drive; to allow kayak access o lake front.
Chairman Borner reported that Mr. Moretia was in Florida and unable to attend this
evenings meeting. The Commission discussed the application time frame and the
Commission’s options of acting on the application. After much discussion it was
determined that the Commission will approve with the application with the foilowing
changes:
1. Install a 1" high berm at the kayak landing — at the inboard end of the retaining
walls,
2. The pea stone is to be pulled back from the lakeshore to at least 4 fest
inboard of the large trees on both sides.
3. Remove pea stone from the swale coming down from driveway and install
proper riprap.
4. Extend existing retaining wall on the left side (looking at the lake) to the
property line approx. 6-8 feet.
5. A bond is to be posted in the amount of $1,000.00.
6. Al work to be completed by the July, 2008 meeting of the Inland Wetland
Commission.

Application #07-17 with modifications.

New Business

Mr. Gasperino requested to address the Commission regarding property located at 224
Benjamin Road. Prior to formally submitting an application, he is asking for

feedback regarding the size of a proposed house. The original proposed house for this
site was 24'x28"; however, he would like to build something a bit more reasonable in
size. He is proposing a house which is 32’ in width by 30-32' deep {approx. 2,000
square feet) and noted that at the worst point, the house will encroach into the regulated
area by approx. 20 feet (this is the garage area). it was also noted that the septic and
well are totally out of any of the regulated areas. Mr. Gaspering also stated that he will
have an engineer stake out the house so that it is properly located due to the closeness
of the side yard.

P. Andruskiewicz commented that the Commission would want to see on the plans, the
distance of the wetlands from the proposed house.

The Commission agreed they would work with Mr. Gasperino and requested that a full
formal plan be submitted for their review with the dimensions of the house that Mr.
Gasperino wants to build and wetland distances.

Steven Tardiff

Mr. Tardiff was present to address the Commission regarding the Cease and Desist
letter dated January 9, 2008. it was determined that Mr. Tardiff will need 1o submit
another application to the Commission for the next regular scheduled meeting. lt was
noted that in the meantime he should place hay bales or silt fence along the pond in the
location of the disturbance.

Chairman Borner will foliow up by letter to Mr. Tardiff in ten days from today.

L. Johnson reported that Mr. Watrous, 8 Pequot Street, has removed ali of the items
required by the State and that the State has received a letter of compietion from Mr.
Watrous. The DEP will do a follow up inspection and report back to L. Johnson.

P. Andruskiewicz noted that there is work going on across the street and along the
stream from the Double Down Café on Route 2. He has asked L. Johnson to look into
this and report back 1o the Commission.
