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Issue #5 - May not have public events and special events on the samne day.
It was determined that the Commission does not want both evenis on the same day.

Issue #6 — May have additional structures for the manufacturing of the wine and
other necessary farm buildings — no size limit.

The Commission determined that they cannot determine the size limit of the
buildings and that the applicant would need to provide design information regarding
any building facilities to the Commission.

Issue #7 - Events, any event structures and parking areas cannot be visibie from
any residential property and should be a minimum of 200 feet to a property line.
There shall be a minimum of 50 foot solid screening to any residential property
fine. This may be located at the limits of the event areas and may include a
vegetation and/or fencing.

The Commission discussed and determined it would not include barns, outbuildings,
or indoor activities, etc., and will only include exterior events and activities such as
tents or parking.

It was determined that the exterior event structures, {and possibly parking) should
be a minimum of 200 feet to a property line or as deemed appropriate by the
Commission.

Issue #8 - No paved parking except for handicap. Must have dust free stone, stone
dust or other acceptabie surfaces.

The Commission discussed the various options for parking lot requirements and
decided that any acceptable surface would be allowed as long as it is impervious and
stable. If applicant wants to have a paved parking area in the future, this can be
open for discussion, but the Commission agreed not to permit paved parking areas at
this time.

Issue #9 - Do you want to have noise standards or vequire them to hire the
troopers to monitor the noise off site — like we mandate for the campground?
Planner Warzecha will contact North Stonington and investigate the amp control
devise/measures being used in this town.

The Commission agreed the regulations should mimic the requirements of noise
control at campgrounds and agreed that they have to right to require noise standards
to be monitored if they choose to.

T. Fenton stated he would contact an electrical supplier for information on amp
control measures and ask for literature.

Issue #10 - Do you want to require the owners to live on site?
The Commission determined that the property would be limited to one residence on
the property and it would not require the owner to live on site.

Issue #11 - No other alcoholic beverages permitied, unless made on the premises
(fike beer}, unless a catered event in accordance with Secrion 3-22b of CGS.

The Commission discussed this issue and decided they did not want additional
alcoholic beverages on site unless at catered events.
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> Issue #12 - This would be allowed by special exception and therefore all traffic,
property value issues would be addressed that way
It was determined that Planner Warzecha will put together wording on building
design standards to present to the Commission for their review.
Planner Warzecha will put together the first draft of ideas that the Commission has
discussed and agreed upon for the January meeting for the Commissions review.
R. Chalifoux noted that during the discussion of potentially bussing people in to the
events, the Commission would need to take into consideration the size of the bus
and consider the size of the road the busses may use.

b. 2008 Planning & Zoning Meeting Calendar — fer review and approval.
A motion was made by A. Moran, seconded by R. Beauregard to approve the 2008
Meeting Calendar as amended.
Discussion: The meeting in November will be held on November 5th due to conflicts
with Election Day and Veteran’s Day.
January does not have to be a special meeting as the 30 day requirement of approving
the calendar has been met.
T. Fenton asked the Commission if the planning meetings could be moved to the second
Tuesday of the month due to a conflict with another commitment. The Commission
discussed this issue and decided to keep the meetings on the first Tuesday of the month.
No farther discussion. All in favor. T. Fenton opposed. P. Spicer abstained. Se
Voted,

¢. Affordable Housing Workshop — date to be scheduled.
Planner Warzecha contacted Attorney Heller with possible meeting dates in December;
however, these dates did not coincide with his schedule. It was determined that Planner
Warzecha would contact Attorney Heller for possible meeting dates in January and will
inform the Commisston at the January meeting of his available times.

Chairman Sinko asked for a motion to waive onto the agenda the discussion of an
alternate.

A motion was made by T. Fenton, seconded by E. Fleming to waive onto the agenda the
discussion of an alternate.

All in favor. Se Voted.

Chairman Sinko explained to the Commission that what has been done in the past regarding a
replacement of an alternate was to ask the Republican and Democratic Party for
recommendations.

He also noted that the town attorney provided legal advice stating that the Commission can
receive a recommendation by either party, however, the Commission had the right to make
their own decision. With that information, Chairman Sinko asked the members if they wanted
to extend the offer to the town committees and ask for a recommendation.

P. Spicer noted that if the Commission did not have to ask for recommendation from the town
committees, that the Commission should seat the previous alternate for another term.

A motion was made by P. Spicer, seconded by G. Jennings to appeint Richard Chalifoux
for the open alternate position.

Discussion:
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T. Fenton noted for the record, he recommends that the board appoint R. Chalifoux as an
alternate as he has held this position and it is in the best interest of the work the Commission
has been doing.

Chairman Sinko noted that R. Chalifoux has been an asset to the Commission and the
Commission needs the continuity, intelligence and common sense that Richard Chalifoux
brings to the Commission

No further discussion. All in favor. So Voted.

Chairman Sinko noted that he will contact the Town Clerk to inform her that R. Chalifoux has
been reappointed. The minutes of this evenings meeting will reflect the decision of the
Commission. R. Chalifoux will need to go to the Clerk’s Office to be sworn in and to receive
his letter of appointment for the Chairman.

d. Adjournment
A motion was made by T. Fenton, seconded by P. Spicer to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 p.m.
