The Project Performance Report shall include, but not be limited to
the following:

A. A comparison of actual accomplishments to the objectives
established for that period.

B. Problems, delays, or adverse conditions which will affect
attainment of overall project objectives, prevent meeting time
schedules or Objectives, or preclude the attainment of particular
project work elements during established time periods. This
disclosure shall be accompanied by a statement of the action taken
or planned to resolve the situation.

C. Reasons why established objectives were not met.

D. Objectives and timetable established for the next reporting
period.

3. Business Operations and Reports:

The grantee will provide an audit in sufficient detail to allow RBS
to determine that funds have been used in compliance with the
proposal, and applicable laws and regulations. The requirement for
an audit applies to the year(s) in which grant funds are received
and years in which work is accomplished that will be paid for with
grant funds. Audit reports must be submitted no later than 150
days after the end of the fiscal year. In addition, grantees that
receive $300,000 or more a year in Federal financial assistance
must have an audit completed in accordance with the Office of
Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-133.

Scope of work: A proposed scope of work, including a description of the proposed
project, details of the proposed activities to be accomplished and timeframes for
completion of each task, the number ofmonths duration of the project, and the estimated
time it will take from grant approval to beginning ofproject implementation;

1. Prepare a market analysis - investigate highest and best uses for the site
considering smart growth potential and current and future market trends for the
region. 2 months

2. Resource analysis - consider various natural resources located adjacent to the
site including the Thames River, Poquetanuck Cove, various natural and tidal
wetlands, forest areas, and other natural resources. The Town, through the
Environmental Review Team, is currently conducting a natural resource inventory
and should be completed by the time the project begins. 1 month

3. Review and analyze existing necessary infrastructure that serves and is needed
to serve the site for development. Compiling this inventory and analyzing the
suitability of the infrastructure is critical. 2 months

4. Review and analyze current phase I, II, III environmental studies to guide
development of the site. This will be a review ofexisting documents to help
determine where and what type ofdevelopment should occur throughout the 390
acres. 2 months

5. Prepare a Master Plan to be used by the community to insure development
considers the natural resources, market trends and existing and potential
infrastructure. Preparation ofthe master plan shall consider the first four steps in
addition to conducting public meetings. This will be prepared in conjunction with
the newly created Redevelopment agency and the Preston Planning and Zoning
Commission. 3 to 5 months

It is anticipated that this project will be completed within a one year period from start to
finish. As soon as the grant approval is received, we will begin the request for proposal
process on a competitive basis.

(Al An explanation of why the project i.s needed, the benefits of the
proposed project, and how the project meets the grant selection
oriteria;

The former Norwich State Hospital was closed by the State ofConnecticut in 1996. The
total acreage ofthe parcel is about 470 acres. About 60 acres are located in the City of
Norwich and the remaining acres are located in the town ofPreston. The site is critically
situated in southeastern Connecticut between the Mohegan and Foxwoods Casinos. It has
direct access to Interstate Route 395. In addition, the parcel is about 10 miles from
pharmaceutical giant Pfizer, Inc., 15 miles from Electric Boat and the less than 10 miles
to the Groton Naval Submarine Base. It is strategically located between Hartford and
Providence and New York City and Boston. It is bordered by the Thames River and the
Providence and Worcester Railroad. This is a prime parcel in a superior location and it is
large enough that whendeveloped, will have a significant economic impact on a local,
regional and statewide basis. See the attached map as exhibit a.

Although the site has a superior location, the property was abandoned by the State of
Connecticut without taking steps taken to plan for its adaptive reuse. In addition, many
ofthe 54 buildings located on the site had been abandoned many years before closing the
date. The property has been left to decay and now most ofthe buildings are beyond the
ability to be adaptively reused.

The State attempted to market the property in 1999, but with no avail. Subsequently, the
town entered an agreement with the State ofConnecticut, which allowed the town to
market the site. The Town aggressively solicited developers; however, due to the age and
deteriorated condition ofthe buildings and considerable contamination on the site that
includes lead and asbestos, coupled with the state ofthe economy, there has been little
success finding a developer. The total cost to remediate the contamination and to remove
the deteriorated buildings is estimated at over 27 million dollars.

Subsequent to working on under this agreement, the State provided the town with an
option to take title ofthe property, and on March 12, 2009, after a town-wide referendum,
the town took title to the property. Undertaking such an endeavor is a considerable
financial risk to the town, but having the property remain in its current contaminated and
deteriorated condition is more undesirable. By taking such bold and aggressive steps, the
town has removed the financial responsibility and risk from the State ofConnecticut to
remediate the site.

The town has decided to begin a critical planning process for the property rather than
merely marketing the site. The process will include the following steps:



I. Demolish all deteriorated structures identified for removal and remediate
the building areas by removing all demolition debris. There are 54
buildings on the site, most ofwhich are located on the "Core Campus". The
town will attempt to preserve three buildings, the Administrative, AWL, and
Salmon Buildings. These three buildings have unique architecture and historic
significance.

The remaining 51 building are in deplorable condition. They are old and
beyond the possibility ofrehabilitation. Asbestos and lead contamination as
well as a significant amount ofavian droppings exists for all these unsecured
buildings, so along with demolition there will be asbestos and lead abatement
required and the avian dropping will necessitate proper disposal as well.
Attached as exhibit d are pictures ofthe conditions of some ofthe structures at
the abandoned property and attached as exhibit e is a map ofthe property
showing the Core Campus, the three buildings that will be preserved and other
buildings elsewhere on the site.

The total cost for the building demolition and clean-up for the Core Campus is
about fifteen million dollars. Please note, Phases I, II, and III environmental
studies have already been completed. Currently, the site is vulnerable to
trespass and given the conditions ofthe buildings, the public health and safety
issues are a great liability to the town. Completing this first component ofthe
site's clean-up will remove this significant safety liability and reduce insurance
and security costs in addition to preparing the site for marketing purposes.
The town is in the process of seeking funds from the Federal Environmental
Protection Agency and the State ofConnecticut for the sites clean-up costs.

2. Market Analysis and marketing Strategy. It is this step that funding is
being requested. Simultaneously, the town would like to prepare a market
analysis to help determine the highest and best uses other than housing for the
property given current market trends. In addition, create a marketing strategy
considering the recommended uses to help determine how to market the
property for best results. At this point, the community would be willing to
consider incentives packages to help accomplish the ultimate goal ofhighest
and best use for the community. Although the town will entertain the
possibility of housing at the site, it is undesirable to have housing as the
primary focus for development. The parcel is too large for such an endeavor
and ifdevelopment focused on housing, could literally double the population
ofthe town in a short period oftime.

3. Prepare a Master Plan. Prepare a plan that will consider the site's resources
and help guide the property's development. Consideration will be given to
subdividing the property into separate parcels to accommodate separate
development projects. The town is also looking to work with the City of
Norwich to consider a joint effort to the development of the property.



4. Remediation of remaining contaminates. Once the deteriorated structures
are removed, the site will be prepared for development, and the remaining
remediation plans that will include remediating the ground water and soil will
be completed. It is difficult to determine what remediation measures will be
needed in this phase as the remediation will be dictated by the type of
development that is to occur on site.

While Preston stands to gain considerable when the project is completed, because of the
parcel size and its excellent location, if the property is planned and marketed properly,
the project could become one ofthe most beneficial economic development projects in
the region and possibly the state. It is the intent ofthe town to create a sustainable,
diversified development that will provide several thousand jobs as well as provide much
needed federal, state and local tax revenue. However, a critical component of
accomplishing this goal is to understand the market trends and understand the best
techniques to market the property.

(B) Area to be served, identifying each governmental unit, i.e., town,
county, etc., to be affected by the project;

Given the size, location within the town ofPreston and City ofNorwich, proximity to the
Mohegan Sun and Foxwoods Casinos, and the towns ofMontville and Ledyard, access to
Route 395, Electric Boat, the Subbase, Pfizer, Inc., this site will have a positive
economic impact not only on the town ofPreston, but all ofthe adjacent towns, including
the City ofNorwich and towns ofLedyard, Montville, and other towns within New
London County.

(C) Description of how the project will coordinate economic
development activities wi.th other economio development activities
within the project area;

The project will develop a marketing strategy to determine the most appropriate
economic activities for the property based on current economic development trends with
a goal ofproviding a synergy among current and future economic activities by building
upon the existing activities and promoting diversification of future activities. Preston is
currently in discussions with the City ofNorwich about creating an inter-municipal
agreement to investigate the benefits ofjointly developing both sides ofthe site. This
would create a unified vision for the conservation and development of the full site and
will assist in providing more a sustainable economic base and coordinated regional
growth patterns. The Southeastern Connecticut region has taken formal action to support
this project at the Southeastern Connecticut Council ofGovernments meeting ofMarch
18, 2009 - see attachment b.

(D) Business to be assisted, if appropriate; economic development to
be accomplished;

As noted previously, the town would like to develop a marketing strategy for the former
Norwich State Hospital that will aid in developing the 390 acre site with sustainable
economic development.



(E) An explanation of how the proposed project will result in
increased or saved jobs in the area and the number of projected new and
saved jobs;

Given the considerable size ofthe property when the project is completed, it is
anticipated that several thousand jobs will be created. Ofcourse the total number of
jobs created in the long term will depend upon the uses developed at the site. The
benefits ofplanning development for the market, which will be accomplished by this
marketing strategy project, will substantially increase the number ofjobs created and job
retained by promoting more sustainable businesses that are compatible with current
businesses and encourage new business growth that will diversify the region's and state's
economy.

(F) Description of the applicant's demonstrated capability and
experience in providing the proposed project assistance or similar
economdc development activities, including experience of key staff
members and persons who will be providing the proposed project
activities and managing the project; .

There will be two separate agencies overseeing the development ofthe former Hospital
property. The first is the Board of Selectmen and the second is the newly created
Redevelopment Agency. They both will be responsible for making any decisions
regarding this project. However, the marketing strategy will be coordinated by the
Redevelopment Agency. One ofthe key staffpeople will by the Preston Town Planner,
Kathy Warzecha who has been a land use planner for over 25 years. She has managed
many grant applications that included the preparation ofa Downtown Norwich and
historic Mill Marketing Strategy for the City ofNorwich, Mill Enhancement Program
Planning Study to determine appropriate uses for the various mills in the City of
Norwich, and oversaw the planning and construction ofa 2 mile Heritage Riverfront Park
costing over 2 million dollars. She will be the point person for the preparation ofthe
Marketing Strategy with extensive involvement by the Redevelopment Agency and the
Board of Selectmen and all formal actions and approvals by such agencies.

(G) Method and rationale used to select the areas and businesses that
will receive the service;

Not applicable.

(H) Brief description of how the work will be performed including
whether organizational staff or consultants or contractors will be
used; and

The actual Marketing Strategy will be prepared by a marketing consultant. A Request for
Proposal or Qualification will be prepared by the town planner with final approval by the
Board ofSelectmen and the Redevelopment Agency. Solicitation ofa consultant will be
through a competitive process and in accordance with all USDA requirements. Once the
consultant is selected, several meetings will occur with The Redevelopment Agency and
the Board of Selectmen and with various agencies that may include the Southeastern
Council ofGovernments and Norwich Community Development Agency. The strategy



will be prepared and used for the next phase which is to prepare a Master Plan for the
property.
